Morning Prayer:  The Church of Ireland’s Liturgical Advisory Committee (LAC) constantly develops 
resources to support worship across the island. In 2018, the LAC presented to General Synod a new 
Morning Prayer and Evening Prayer for Sundays, which was subsequently published in the 2018 revised 
edition of the Book of Common Prayer. 
Speaking about the new service, the Venerable Ricky Rountree, the then LAC Vice-Chair, commented that 
‘Morning and Evening Prayer as a daily office has been at the heart of Anglican Worship since the 
Reformation. The two existing services in the Book of Common Prayer witness to that tradition. These new 
services build upon that tradition, but offer a flexibility and seasonal variation which will, we trust, enrich 
the worshipping practice of the Church of Ireland for years to come. On behalf of the LAC, I am very happy 
to commend Morning and Evening Prayer on Sunday for use across the Church.’ 
We will be trialling a new Morning Prayer in Zion from Sunday 26 October using elements of the old 
Morning Prayer Two and the new Morning Prayer Three. It is hoped that this new service will be a worthy 
addition to the rich liturgical tapestry already in place.
